Rules for Integers:
Addition and Subtraction:
When Adding: 
· If the signs are the same, keep the sign and add. 

· If the signs are different, keep the sign of the "larger looking" number and subtract. 

When Subtracting:

  Change the operation to addition. 

· Change the sign of the number being subtracted to its opposite. 

· Proceed as in addition. 

  *Shortcut Rule* 

· Add opposites 

Multiplication and Division:
ALWAYS!

When Multiplying or Dividing, if the signs are the same, the answer is positive.

(a positive times a positive gives a positive)


(a negative times a negative gives a positive)


(a positive divided by a positive gives a positive)


(a negative divided by a negative gives a positive)

When Multiplying or Dividing, if the signs are different, the answer is negative.


(a positive times a negative gives a negative)


(a negative times a positive gives a negative)


(a negative divided by a positive gives a negative)


(a positive divided by a negative gives a negative)
